The Soccer Academy welcomes participation from all 
students, regardless of their soccer experience.

Run by high level and skilled coaches who have played and 
coached around the world and here in Canada, the Academy 
covers all aspects of soccer training: technical skills, tactics 
and fitness and game strategy, as well as injury prevention, 
nutrition and coaching/refereeing leadership training. The 
Academy is suited for students who are interested and 
enthusiastic about improving their soccer skills and fitness.

Students earn their grade level P.H.E. credit upon successful 
completion of the program.

Who can Participate?
The Soccer Academy is open to all students in Grades 8-12. 
Participation in the Soccer Academy will not affect a 
student’s eligibility to play for their home school’s soccer 
team.

Location and Schedule
Classes are held primarily in the NSGSC Development 
Centre (Indoor Bubble) and the turf field located at Windsor 
Secondary School.

Transportation to and from the Academy site is the sole 
responsibility of the student and/or parent/guardian.
