We received notification late yesterday from the Ministry of Education that, due to the ongoing challenges 
presented by the pandemic, the January administration session of the provincial graduation assessments is 
cancelled. Further information on upcoming sessions will be provided to schools by mid-February and we will 
communicate on this matter at that time.
