It is intended to prepare 
grade 12 students for a successful transition to career and life beyond high school. This course 
will culminate with a CLC Capstone presentation on Tuesday, May 17.

BC Student Transcript Service  
 
By now all grads should be familiar with the BC Student Transcript Service website. This is the 
site where transcripts are posted, where grads order official transcripts from, and where they 
will select post-secondary institutions they would like their transcripts to be sent to. It is 
important that grads check their transcript carefully and report any issues to their counsellor 
immediately. The transcript shows final marks only so courses in progress will not show on the 
transcript. http://www.StudentTranscripts.gov.bc.ca.
