Accepting an Offer

Many schools extend offers throughout the Spring in
multiple rounds and well into the summer

Different programs offer at different times, so don’t worry if
your friends have heard and you haven't

You will likely need to pay a deposit when you accept the
offer — you can accept offers at more than one institution
(except in Ontario) but it will cost you

All offers are conditional — read conditions of each offer
carefully

All offers are confirmed in July once final grades have been
released by the Ministry of Education to Institutions
