This fall, PLP 9 learners set out on an unforgettable learn-

ing journey through the  Peak Potential project: exploring
what it takes to thrive, and become our best selves,

when the path gets steep. Through reading Banner in
the Sky, developing personal
oessentials, 6 and creating s
supported by conducting interviews with people from

all walks of life, PLP learners connected literature, land-

scape, and self -discovery to make outstanding final

products and reflect on their own future paths.

To support their learning, the class experienced one of

two field studies, each offering rich opportunities for

growth. The Mountain Field Study ventured to Alberta,

hiking the peaks of the Rockies and zipping across ancient ice
fields to consider their own personal summits. The Ocean Field
study explored Vancouver Island, encountering grizzly bears up
close and uncovering ancient fossils to spark curiosity and reflec-
tion. Across both journeys, learners developed their own personal
story of courage and connection as they discovered more about
themselves and the world around them.

We are excited to build on these experiences as the school year
and their learning journeys i continue. A huge thank you to
Ben Crawford, Bryan Hughes, Julia Kadi, and Petra Willemse,
who gave their time, energy, and enthusiasm to make these
field studies possible.
