Eligibility

The Peak Performance application process is designed for students in grades 8-
12 who meet the following criteria:

oBe a student in good academic standing with consistent attendance at 
school.

oMinimum of 15 hours per week of supervised, year-round training in one 
sport or discipline at the provincial and/or national level or at the highest 
category or level for their specific age group.

oCompetition and/or performance at the provincial, or national level in a 
sport or performing art.

The deadline for priority applications is on or before, May 15th - Late applications will not 
be accepted after June 1st

Students will be required to re-apply annually to make a Peak Performance application.

Peak Performance Application Process:

A student who meets the eligibility standards and program criteria should complete the 
application form with supporting documentation and submit to their grade counsellor by 
the deadline.

The application will be reviewed by the school committee and applicants will be notified 
prior to June 30.

The Peak Performance Application Form is available online to download as a fillable PDF. 
Please note this application includes the Coach/Instructor Verification that must be 
completed as part of the submission.

Academies and Enhanced Programs

Services top tab, Academies side tab Academies - North Vancouver School District (sd44.ca)

Online application window for 2026-27 opens Thursday, January 15

Initial (first round) offer placement ends on Saturday, February 28

Online registration & waitlisting: Applications received after February 28 may be offered 
placement in subsequent rounds if space or placed on a waitlist if academy is full

Schools will receive their first round of student placement lists the week of April 20.

RETURNING STUDENTS MUST RE-APPLY each year. Adding the academy on home school 
course selections sheets will not register them – they must complete the district online 
application form as well
