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ASSESSMENT:

Assessment will be regular and cumulative. You will complete various tasks to demonstrate your understanding of what we've studied
in class (knowledge tests, projects, self-assessment, etc.). The scale used is the one approved by the Ministry of Education. More
information can be found here in English and in French.

Extending: The student can apply what they have learned in new, different and sophisticated ways.

Proficient: The student demonstrates a full understanding of the skills and concepts associated with learning.

Developing: The student demonstrates a partial understanding of the skills and concepts associated with learning, but still needs to work on other
aspects of the domain.

Emerging: The student demonstrates an initial understanding of the skills and concepts associated with the expected learning. The student continues
to learn, but may need more support to move forward.

EXPECTATIONS

A. IN THE CLASSROOM:
= Take responsibility for your actions and ownership over your learning by arriving promptly to class ready to
learn with the necessary materials.

B. ATTENDANCE:
»= Missing classes for any reason will have an impact on your learning.

= The use of translators_is strictly prohibited on assignments handed in for marks. Using Google Translate to
translate full sentences is considered plagiarism.

=  Plagiarism and cheating will result in a mark of zero (0), and a mention will be made on the student’s
transcript.
