The students’ performances will be graded using the BC Provincial Proficiency Scale.
Please note that starting in 2023, teachers in BC stopped using the letter grades A, B, C+,

C, C- to communicate about the students’ learning. Instead, all K to 9 teachers are now

using the Proficiency scale language (Emerging, Developing, Proficient, Extending).

Proficient is the goal for your child. When your child is Proficient, it means they fully
understand the required learning. But it doesn't mean their learning stops.
