Through painting she 
brings together found forms, personal narrative, 
dream imagery and art historical references.  M.E.

M.E. has worked as both sessional faculty and 
Continuing Studies faculty at Emily Carr University. 

Young artists ages 8 - 12 will explore their surroundings with artist M.E.
