Only sit there if you can’t find anyone to
play with.

While you're sitting on the bench, look around for a game you can join.

If you see something you want to do or a friend you want to talk to, join them!

If you're sitting on the bench, play with the first schoolmate who invites you.

Keep playing with your new friends and when you see someone else on the Budc'y
Bench, make sure to invite them to play with you!
