• glue sticks / white glue 

• pencil crayons 
• pastels 
• tissue 
• tape 

 
Scissors and rulers will be purchased for student use but will belong to the classroom.  In future, fewer scissors and 
rulers will need to be purchased.  Some students may want to bring in their own special supplies and we would suggest 
that these items are not required but are an additional choice.  These items may include:
