Attendance: Reporting and Following up on Absences  

If your child is going to be absent, please call the school at 604-903-3750 
before 8:45 am  and follow the prompts provided (Enter 2 to report an 
absence). You can also leave a message at the same number if your child 
will be arriving later in the day or if you will be withdrawing your child 
for the afternoon. 

In order to provide an added measure of safety for our children, the 
office will follow a “call back” procedure. If your child does not arrive at 
school in the morning or afternoon and we do not have prior 
notification, we will proceed as follows:  

• attempt to contact parent /guardian through home, mobile or 
work number 

• call emergency numbers that you have provided 

It is important that you assist us with this program by communicating 
any changes in your personal or emergency contact information. 

Outdoor Play 

It is important that our children have regular opportunities to be active 
outside throughout the day. Furthermore, our current health and safety 
guidelines encourage us to take advantage of opportunities to learn 
outdoors with our classes. As we live in Vancouver, we can expect that 
there will be many wet days! Please assist your child in ensuring that 
they have appropriate clothing (raincoat, boots, umbrella) to enjoy 
learning and playing outdoors.  

Our younger students often really enjoy the puddles and the mud! 
Clasroom teachers often request that parents/guardians provide their 
child(ren) with a change of clothes.
