Dear Ross Road Families, 

June 21 is National Indigenous Peoples Day in Canada, chosen in consultation with 
Indigenous peoples due to the importance of the summer solstice in Indigenous 
communities. 2021 marks the 25th anniversary of NIPD in Canada, celebrating the 
heritage, diverse cultures, and outstanding achievements of the First Nations, Inuit 
and Métis peoples.  

This year we will extend our National Indigenous Peoples Day celebrations 
throughout the week of June 21-25 so that we can dive deeper into our exploration 
of important cultural and historical components of Indigenous Education. 

Intermediate students will be sharing information in the form of daily 
announcements until June 29th about the traditional, unceded lands we may visit 
frequently around BC. You are encouraged to ask your child about it.

Health and Safety Reminders 
We appreciate family support including; completing the daily health check, sending 
a mask (grade 4-7) and a water bottle daily with your child. With the warm weather, 
a water bottle is particularly important as the water fountains remain closed. We 
continue to have many students asking for additional masks and cups at the office 
on a daily basis. 
 
As announced by the Premier, PHO and Health Minister on Monday, June 14th, BC 
has moved to Stage 2 of BC’s Restart Plan effective June 15th. While this 
adjustment to the COVID restrictions and public health protocols will impact the 
personal lives of our students, families and staff, as outline in the Superintendent’s 
letter of May 28th there is no change to the COVID safety requirements and 
protocols for school operations. The current health and safety protocols for K-12 in-
person instruction remain in place for schools through to the June 30th end of this 
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school year. Please review BC’s 5 stage plan for K-12 Education for updates 
throughout the summer regarding September.
